All EcoNatural line toilet paper and hand towels have achieved Climate Neutrality*.

It involves a process made up of clear steps defined by international standards 
and basically involves the measurement, reduction and offsetting of CO2e emissions 
throughout the product life cycle.

This achievement represents a new start for Lucart as it sets ever more challenging 
emissions reduction targets to fight climate change.

*�For products made at the Diecimo and Laval-sur-Vologne plants, the baseline chosen for the Carbon Footprint 
calculation was 2021, representing the benchmark used to draw up the reduction plan and calculate the residual 
emissions to offset, according to international standards.

EU Ecolabel certifies that products comply throughout 
their entire life cycle with strict environmental protection 
criteria shared by all European Union countries: reduced 
water pollution, reduced air pollution, reduced greenhouse 
gas emissions and low electricity consumption.

All EcoNatural line toilet paper and hand towels have obtained 
product Climate Neutrality in compliance with international 
standards, certifying that all greenhouse gas emissions 
generated throughout the product’s life cycle in a defined 
period of time have been reduced or offset to zero. The Climate 
Neutrality process was based on the PAS 2060 standard.

100% of the electricity purchased to produce and process 
EcoNatural paper is generated from renewable sources.

FSC™ Recycled identifies products made with recycled paper. 
FSC™ is an international non-governmental organisation 
promoting the responsible use of forest resources.

ReMade in Italy® is the first product certification in 
Italy and Europe accredited to determine the recycled 
material content in finished products. The ReMade in 
Italy® label also highlights the lower environmental impact 
of using recycled instead of virgin material.

TÜV AUSTRIA OK Recycled ensures that a product’s 
recycled content information is reliable, objective and 
easily identifiable, as required by EN 15343 and ISO 14021.

DISPENSERS

Certification testing was performed by accredited Bureau Veritas laboratories

ReMade in Italy® certification testifies to the use of recycled material in products 
and assigns them a class based on the percentage of recycled material they 
contain. The class to which a product belongs is assigned by the Certification 
Body based on the composition of the product as declared by the company  
and verified by the Body.

There are four different classes:

Class A+: 
products made with at least 90% of recycled material(s)  
by total product weight.

Class A: 
products made with at least 60% and up to 90% of recycled material(s)  
by total product weight.

Class B: 
products made with at least 30% and up to 60% of recycled material(s)  
by total product weight.

Class C: 
products made with more than 0% and up to 30% of recycled material(s)  
by total product weight.

The EcoNatural project makes a tangible 
and measurable environmental contribution.

Based on the amount of Fiberpack® paper produced in the period 2013-2024, 
Lucart helped: recover over 12.5 billion 1L beverage cartons, which put end-
to-end cover a distance equal to 72 times the earth’s circumference; avoid the 
use of more than 5.4 million trees, or an area equivalent to 18,400 football 
pitches; and avoid over 327,000t of CO2e emissions into the atmosphere, 
equivalent to 2,524,000 car journeys from Paris to Frankfurt. In the period 
2017-2024, Lucart Professional also reused the aluminium and polyethylene in 
11.6 million beverage cartons to produce dispensers made from Al.Pe.®.
